Models of Justice:  Dual Structures
A) Judicial Role
1) DEFENSE OF ORDER (sword) 
2) IMPARTIALITY (scales)

ARISTOTELIAN MODELS

B) Balance and Distribution of Justice
1) DISTRIBUTIVE JUSTICE: unequal distribution of honours on the basis of SOCIAL STATUS 

2)  COMMUTATIVE: equal and balanced distribution of punishment (punishment fits the crime) lex talonis
Models of Justice continued
C) Conscience and State
1)  CIVIL LAW:  state law; Earthly magistrates; laws devised for the governance of an individual state at a given time 
2) NATURAL LAW: universal and invariable; "what all people… acknowledge in their conscience to be just" (Heale 122).

· NATURAL LAW TRUMPS CIVIL LAW through a mechanism called

EQUITY:  the mitigation of civil law through an appeal to Natural law

Models of Justice continued
With their dual nature, these models of justice reflect two major paradigms of order
1)  GREAT CHAIN OF BEING:  the universe is a system of ranked members

2)  CONCORDIA DISCORS:  the universe is a system of balanced opposites (good/evil; right/wrong; light/dark)
